Bluetooth Connection Error

If you already have 5 devices paired with Your Kenwood Audio Product, 

you will not be able to connect via Bluetooth from your PC.

Phone Connection Failure

If you are unable to connect your phone to your Kenwood product 

after the firmware update, delete the Kenwood unit in the Bluetooth 

phone menu and redo the Pairing Process. (Refer to your cell-phone 

manufacturer’s Instruction Manual.)
